MAKE A HOUSEHOLD PLAN

Emergencies can happen at any time, think about where
you might be - at work, at school, in town. How would you
contact your loved ones? Have a chat with the people in
your household and work out what you’ll do.

Consider tenants and visitors. Will they know what to
do in an emergency situation?

Don’t forget to prepare for your four-legged friends.

PUT TOGETHER
EMERGENCY SUPPLIES
Make sure you have supplies to last at least three days. That

includes food for all members of your household, as well as
water - three litres per person per day.

Think about medication and any other special items
for your household.

Remember pets and babies!

Have a grab bag ready in case you need to
leave your house in a hurry.

@ MAKE YOUR HOME SAFER

Use brackets or straps to secure tall and heavy furniture to the wall.

Secure or move heavy/fragile items off higher shelves. After a major earthquake roads and bridges may be impassable. Power and phones
